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Farmland, hunting land and homes along Ohio River to sell  in Oct. 6 auction
HENDERSON, Ky. (Sept. 1, 2010) -- More than 4,745 acres of land along the Ohio River near Henderson, Ky., will sell at auction Wednesday, Oct. 6. The land includes approximately 3,435 acres of tillable land and more than two miles of frontage on the river.
"The location on the Ohio River offers cost-effective access to grain markets, with a river grain terminal just three miles away.
